Fabianinkatu 34, FIN-00100 Helsinki, Finland,
acting in accordance with its Statutes and
represented by Managing Director Magnus Rystedt
and Senior Investment Manager Amund Beitnes, as
the fund manager of the “Nordic Energy Efficiency
and Humanitarian Support Initiative (Ukraine)
Fund” (“NEFCO” or the “Fund Manager”); and

Bakhmut City Council, a body of local self-
governance representing the local community of
Bakhmut city, a legal entity organized and existing
under the laws of Ukraine, with its registered office
at 44 Myru Street, Bakhmut city, Donetsk region,
Ukraine 84500, represented by Mayor of Bakhmut
city Reva Oleksii Oleksandrovych, acting in
accordance with Ukrainian legislation and the
Decision of Bakhmut City Council No.6/113-2207,
dated 23.05.2018: “On giving consent to obtaining a
grant from Nordic Environment Finance
Corporation (NEFCO) for financing the investment
project “Implementation of energy saving measures
in the Bakhmut general school of I-IIl degrees
No.10 of Bakhmut City Council in Donetsk
region””, as the beneficiary (the “Beneficiary™):

(jointly the “Parties” and separately also a/the
“Party”);

WHEREAS:

A. The Nordic countries as the donors to the
“Nordic Energy Efficiency and Humanitarian
Support Initiative (Ukraine) Fund” (the “Fund”)
have appointed NEFCO as the Fund Manager of the
Fund;

B. The Nordic countries have recognised the
need for e.g. urgent refurbishment and
reconstruction of municipal buildings in the affected
or vulnerable areas of Eastern and Southern
Ukraine;
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C. NEFCO as the Fund Manager has approved
a grant to support an investment project
“Implementation of energy saving measures in the
Bakhmut general school of I-III degrees No.10 of
Bakhmut City Council in Donetsk region”, as
described in more detail in Annex 1 (the “Project”).

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties have agreed to
enter into this grant agreement, consisting of (i) the
Special Terms and Conditions set out below; (ii) the
attached General Terms and Conditions; and (iii) the
Annexes listed below in Section 5 (the “Grant
Agreement”) as follows:

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

SECTION 1. GRANT

1.1 NEFCO undertakes to make available to the
Beneficiary a grant in the amount of up to EUR
400,000 (four hundred thousand Euros) (the
“Grant”) on the terms and conditions set out in this
Grant Agreement.

1.2 It is expressly acknowledged and agreed that
NEFCO will not be obliged to make any
disbursements or any payment under and/or
pursuant to this Grant Agreement, except to the
extent such amounts have been made (and remain)
available to NEFCO for the purposes of the Fund.
Likewise, it is acknowledged and agreed that the
Grant may not have the purpose or effect of
producing profit for the Beneficiary.

SECTION 2. PROJECT AND UN

SANCTIONS

21 The Grant shall be used only to finance the
procurement of goods, works and/or services,
necessary for the implementation of the Project to be
procured in accordance with NEFCO’s Procurement
Guidelines as is further described in Section 6 of the
General Terms and Conditions of this Grant
Agreement. The Grant shall in particular be used to
finance procurement related to goods, works and
services for thermomodernization of building.

2.2 No part of the Grant shall be used, directly
or indirectly, for the payment of any taxes, including
customs duties or similar other fees and charges in

Should the
Project not be granted tax exemption by the relevant
authorities in Ukraine, the Beneficiary shall make
available own funds sufficient to cover any taxes,
customs duties and similar fees and charges.

2.3 Consistent with international law, the
proceeds of the Grant shall not be used for payment
to persons or entities or for any import of goods, if
such payment or import is prohibited by a decision
of the United Nations Security Council taken under
the Chapter VII of the Charter of the United
Nations. Persons or entities, or suppliers offering
goods and services, covered by such prohibitions
shall therefore not be eligible for the award of
contracts financed with proceeds of the Grant.

SECTION 3. DISBURSEMENT AND
CLOSING DATE
3.1 The Grant will be disbursed in accordance

with a disbursement plan (to be provided by the
Beneficiary and approved by NEFCO before the
first disbursement) and subject to the fulfilment of
all of the conditions precedent set out in Section 3 of
the General Terms and Conditions of this Grant
Agreement as applicable and relevant for each
specific disbursement.

3.2 The disbursement will only be made directly
to suppliers upon NEFCO’s receipt of satisfactory
documentation, including evidence that the specific
milestone(s) for the payment, as set out in the
disbursement plan, has been met.

THE GRANT AGREEMENT)
SECTION 1. DEFINITIONS
Definitions used in the Special Terms and

Conditions shall have the same meaning in these
General Terms and Conditions.

SECTION 2. DISBURSEMENT

2.1  Disbursements will be effected upon
NEFCO’s receipt of an original disbursement
request issued by the Beneficiary on the basis of the
Form of Disbursement Request (Annex 2) (the
“Disbursement Request”), provided that the
request is satisfactory in substance to NEFCO and is
accompanied by  supporting  documentation

evidencing that all relevant conditions precedent are
fulfilled.

2.2 The Disbursement Request shall be signed on
behalf of the Beneficiary by a person or persons,
who have been duly authorized thereto in a
document issued by the Beneficiary on the basis of
the Form of Certificate of Incumbency and
Authority (Annex 3) and provided to NEFCO.

2.3 The Disbursement Request shall be delivered
to NEFCO at least 10 (ten) banking days prior to the
requested date of disbursement.

2.4  Subject to Sections 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3, each
disbursement will be made available by NEFCO
transferring the relevant amount of funds directly to
the supplier’s account indicated in the Disbursement
Request on the requested disbursement date,
provided all of the conditions precedent relevant for
the specific disbursement have been fulfilled, as
determined by NEFCO, including NEFCO being in
receipt of a confirmation from the supplier’s bank
confirming that the supplier is the legal owner of
and has sole access to the bank account to which
NEFCO is requested to disburse.

2.5 For the purposes of the Grant Agreement, the
disbursement date shall mean the date on which the
relevant amount of funds is debited from NEFCO’s
account (the “Disbursement Date”).
